•	 3% reaction 
•	 2% pain 

Dose adjustments
•	 Hepatic disease: safe in mild 

and moderate. Avoid in severe 
impairment (Child-Pugh class C 
lack of data).

•	 Renal disease: None required, 
please refer to SPC for 
haemodialysis patients.

•	 Pregnancy: Avoid (including 
breastfeeding)

Drug 
interactions
•	 None.

Primary care  
Cost per dose = £45 Reimbursed at £55

Preferred setting of commencement

1.8 to 2.5 mmol/L
1.4 to 1.8 mmol/L with 
progressive CV disease

Consider Ezetimbe 10mg once daily as next 
intensification step if not already prescribed 
or not contraindicated. If already prescribed 
Ezetimbe or not tolerated, seek specialist 
secondary care lipid advice. 

Re-review suitability 
for Inclisiran if 

biochemistry or 
clinical history 

changes

Consider alternative source of cholesterol 
optimisation as per NICE guidelines CG181 and 
NHS England lipid management pathway.
